Types of Lodging* 
 
Tent platforms fit a four man tent; there are about five 
of those. Larger tents will get a ground spot in the 
same vicinity along the lake edge. 

 
There is one cabin set aside for the teen girls, and 
one set aside for teen boys.   
 
There are four 14-16 person capacity cabins; two of 
them are planned for women, girls under 13, and ba-
bies, (port-o-cribs not provided.) The other two are 
planned for men, and boys under 13 years old.  Single 
parents with opposite gender children under 13 years 
old please speak to us about options.  
 
There is one cabin for senior ladies, 6-9 occupants.  
This cabin has a kitchenette which will help accommo-
date special dietary needs.  (Payment of the meals fee 
is still required.)  
 
There is one family size cabin with kitchenette is 
available for a family group: first come first served.  
Max 10 occupants. (Payment of the meals fee is still 
required.)  
 
Two smaller cabins are reserved for special circum-
stances.
